CoosawCreekCommunityresidentshouldbe fully awareof devastatinglisastes thatoccurred
onthe CharlestorPeninsulancludingthe CharlestorEarthquakef 1886andHurricaneHugoin
1989;thelatterleft Tri-countyarearesidentsvithout power,water,cookinggas,gasolinefor
vehiclesandgeneratordor longerthanthreeweeks. CoosawCreeksitsvery nearthe Middleton
Plantation- Summervilleearthquakéault line which resultedn four smallearthquakem
SeptembeR021alone. During the pastfive years,our areahassufferedhail, tropical storm
winds, hurricanestornadoesfloods, additionalsmall earthquakesandmanyclosecalls

Preparation

CommunityEmergencyResponsdeam(CERT)VolunteersanEmergencyRespons€enter,
andalist of volunteerswith technicalexpertise. Thesevolunteersareconstantlyworking to help
thecommunityprepareandrespondo emergensituations. Our communityalsohasemergency
responsassetxonsistingof a disastettrailer, medicalsupplies generatorsandradiosfor
internalandexternalcommunicationsvith thelocal governmenemergencyservices.

The PropertyOwnersAssociation(POA) leadershighasconsistentlystatedto homeowners:

“ D ucgthehigh potentialfor disasterslocal emergencyservicesnormally providedby the City
of North Charlestonincluding Police,Fire ProtectionServicesEMS (DorchesteCounty)may
bedisruptedandoverloaded.CoosawCreekcould be blockedby downedtrees,downedpower
lines,or flood conditionsthatprecludeaccesgo roadnets.Utilities, includingelectric,gas,
telephoneandcell towerscouldbedisruptedfor weeksnotd ay s . ”

Homeownersare responsiblefor dialing 911if telephore communications
existor havebeenrestored.

Therefore, since 2004, Coosaw Creek has the expectation that residents should be self-
sufficient for 7-9 days If you do not evacuate and stay in your home, you must have
sufficient food, water, and medicines. So, make plans!

Let Block Captainsknow your plans.

Whenl-26 Lanesarereversedaccesso the I-26 westboundwill beavailableat Exit 197.
If anevacuationis likely, leaveassoonaspossibleandpreferablyduringdaylighthours.
Evacuatiormaytakelongerthanexpectedoallow extratime to reachyour destination.
Avoid travelingnearlow-lying areasafterheavyrainfall.

Recovery

Your insurancecompanyappon your cell phonewill facilitatetherecoveryprocess!if you
sufferpropertylossin your homeor vehicle,contactyourinsuranceagentor companyassoonas
possibleto arrangea visit from anadjuster.

Before doing any repairs to your home, photograph/video clip and make a list of the
damage.

Otherrecommendedctionsareasfollows:

+ Maketemporaryrepairsonly. Until you getadvicefrom yourinsurancecompany protect
your homefrom furtherdamageby makingtemporaryrepairsonly. Saveanyreceiptsfor
materialspurchasedor repairs.

» Agreeonthe costof permanentepairs. Do not havepermanentepairsmadeuntil your
insurancecompanyhasinspected/our property,andyou havereachedanagreemenon the
costof repairs.

» Considerentingshelter. If necessaryrenttemporaryshelter. If your homeis
uninhabitablemosth o0 me o wpoleiespayadditionalliving expensesvhile your
propertyis beingrepaired. Beforerentingtemporaryshelter,checkwith yourinsurance
companyor agentto determinevhatexpensesvill bereimbursed.

» Checkyour policy beforehiring treeremovalservices.Damageto your homeor
surroundingstructuregesultingfrom fallen treesis mostlikely coveredby your
h o me o wpoiey. Checkwith youragentor companybeforecallingatreeremoval
service,asremovalcostsmayalsobe covered.

What do I do after an earthquake?

Aftershocks frequently
e minutes, days, weeks and even
muanths following an earthquake.
